This circular informs the Shipping Community on the date of the entry into
force of the Prevention of Pollution of the Sea (QOil) (Amendment)
Regulations 2010 which give effect to MEPC Resolution 186(59) and
Resolution 187(59).

PREVENTION OF POLLUTION OF THE SEA (OIL) (AMENDMENT)
REGULATIONS 2010

1 Shipping Circular No. 26 of 2009 drew the attention of the Shipping
Community to MEPC Resolution 186(59) and Resolution 187(59). Resolution
186(59) deals with the amendments to the Annex | of MARPOL 73/78 (Addition
of a New Chapter 8 to MARPOL Annex | and Consequential Amendments to the
Supplement to the IOPP Certificate, Form B). MEPC Resolution 187(59) deals
with the amendments to the Annex | of MARPOL 73/78 (Amendments to
Regulations 1, 12, 13, 17 and 38 of MARPOL Annex |, Supplement to the IOPP
Certificate and Oil Record Book Parts | and II).

2 The Prevention of Pollution of the Sea (Qil) (Amendment) Regulations
2010 which give effect to these resolutions will come into force on 1 Jan 2011 i.e.
on the same date the said resolutions come into force internationally. The
Regulations will be published in the Government Gazette.



3 Oil record books published and sold by maritime bookshops are
acceptable for use on board Singapore ships provided the oil record books
incorporate the amendments recommended by Resolution 187(59).

4 Ship owners, managers and masters are urged to take early action to
comply with the amendments.
