This circular brings the attention of the Shipping Community to MSC-MEPC.2/Circ.8 on 
blending of MARPOL cargoes during the sea voyage.  

 
1 The Maritime Safety Committee (MSC) of IMO, at its eighty-sixth session (27 
May to 5 June 2009) and the Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC) of 
IMO, at its fifty-ninth session (13 to 17 July 2009), have agreed to the attached self-
explanatory circular, MSC-MEPC.2/Circ.8 (see attachment).   
 
2 The Shipping Community is urged to prohibit blending of MARPOL cargoes on 
board during the sea voyage as recommended in the circular, pending the adoption of 
mandatory measures by MSC and MEPC.
