Singapore is home to more than 250 species of corals in her waters, which represents
about a third of the world’s species. Coral reefs are important habitats for marine animals
who depend on them for food and shelter. With a busy port [ike Singapore, the impact that

shipping and port activities have on the marine ecosystem is an important concern.

This is why the Maritime and Port Authority

of Singapore (MPA) works very closely with
80vernmen’r ogencies, non—80vernmen’ral
organisaﬁons, private organisafions and academics

to conserve and protfect Singapore’s marine

biodiversity and environment.

Land reclamation and coastal development often
affect the reef environment under water, cavsihg
dqmqge to corals and a#ecfing their ability to

grow healthily. When plans for the vpcoming Next
Generation Port in Tuas were being developed,

an environmental impact study was done on the
affected areas. The result was a project to move and
relocate the affected corals around Sultan Shoal fo
more svitable homes in the Southern islands of

St. John’s and Sisters’ [slands.

A total of 2,300 coral colonies were successfully relocated
in the end, with more than 80% of those corals ﬁouriShing
in their new home. This shows that with 8°°d partnerships
and the l’ighf emphasis on marine environment protfection,
Singapore’s delicate marine ecosystem can be preserved
and saved for future generaﬁons.
