WHAT EFFECT DOES GLOBALISATION HAVE ON MARITIME ACTIVITIES?

Globalisation has made the wor|d smaller as
countries become more connected with one another
in trade, economy and cultural eXchange. We have
seen earlier how wor|d events can have an impact
on sea frade and sea routes, such as the opening
of the Svez Canal in Egypf in 1869, which cut down
5ailing time between Europe and Asia; and the
invention of the confainer for Shipping in America
in 1956, which made it easier and faster to |oad

onto, and to unfoad goods off ships.

- As a premier Global Hub Port, Singopore is linked fo 600

ports in over 120 countries, and ifs maritime connections
= to the rest of the world form an important part of its
vessel B economic growth because more than 80% of the world’s
@ trade comes by the sea. Since 1986, Singapore has been
one of the wor|d’s busiest ports , with more than 130,000

vessels stopping by every year.

Being well-connected globally is also the
reason why Singupore is a w0rld-leadin8 hub
for transshipment. Transshipment is when ships

carrying goods stop at one distribution port (such
destination as Singapore) to unload goods going to other ports,

- O destination port.



Transshipment saves fime and money

as ships can make |ess trips by going

to one port, instead of TroveHing to
severa| ports fo |oad and unjoad goods.
Singapore is currently the world’s busiest
transshipment hub, with more than 30

million TEUs (Twenty-foot Equivalent Unit

container) passing ’rhrough every year.

With so much activity happening, Singapore is

a port that never sleeps. At any one fime, there are about
,OOO vessels in the port, dl’t‘iving around the clock. Every
2 to 3 minutes, a ship arrives at or departs from Singapore.
Singapore’s excellent maritime structure also makes it a
popular cruise centre for holidaymakers in the region,
a'{"rracfing an average of more than 30 international crvise
ships every year, with about 400 port calls and one million
visitors passing fhl’ough the international cruise terminal.

As a hub for global shipping, Singapore has built up a reliable and
dense network of connections to shipping lines as well as with
other ports in the region over the years. By constantly 5Ta7/ing
competitive in offering faster and betfter services, and with the
capability to handle a high number of ships and TEUs passing
fhrough, it is no wonder that Singapore is constant|y voted one of
the top ports in the world!

Singapore has been elected on the /MO Council for
|4 consecutfive terms since 1993.

As a representative, Singapore has made many
Signiﬁcanf contributions to promote the efforts of

the infernational maritime community in safe and

sustainable shipping. These include working with
the IMO, Indonesia and Malaysia to create the Co-
operative Mechanism on Safety of Navigafion and

Environmental Protection, which helps make sure

that the Straits of Malacca and Singapore remain

safe and open for infernational shipping.

Singapore has evolved and grown
from a ’rrading post in the past,
info the premier Global Hub Port
and Ieading International Maritime
Centre that it is foday. Throughouf
the years, Maritime Singapore

WHAT ARE SOME OF SINGAPORE’S MARITIME ACHIEVEMENTS?

We know that S'mgapore’s port is constantly
voted as one of the fop ports globally,
but did you know that Singopore has other

matitime achievements as wel[?

Bunker supply ship

For a country that does not produce any
crude oil, Singopore is the top bunkering
(ship refuelling) port in the world. Just
like cars need to top up their tanks at
petrol stations to travel on roads, ships
need fo refuel at ports fo continue their
journey at sea. Singapore has facilities to
refine crude oil on Jurong [sland, furning
it into fue| for use. [n 2019, more than 47
million tonnes of bunker (fuel to power
ships) was |ifted in Singapore, which is
enough to fll over 18,000 Olympic-sized
pools!

Besides being a top
bunkering port, S%ngapore
was also the first country fo
develop and put in standards
-- for bvnkering since the
1990s. Before that, there
were no universally accepted
methods or procedutres when
it came to re{veHing ships.



ZAg In 2017, Singapore made it compulsory to use the Mass Flow
KII Meter System when delivering fuel fo ships. This ensured

that there is fairness and reinforced Singapore’s position

as a frus‘{'worfhy plqce for bunkering.

Today, there are many specialised ships being
designed and built for international shipping
and worl|d frade. Singapore’s shipyards

have the specialised know/edge fo convert
ships fo increase their size, or fo change —
their purpose. For example, vessels can be
increased in size by being separafed info
two and having a middle section added to
lengﬂwen it, aHowing the new vesse| to

handle more cargo on board. These maritime
achievements are definifely some’rhing that

Singapore can be proud of! Ship conversionJ
